llluminate (Helles Lager - ABV 5.0 - $8 - 2202z) Golden, Full body, rounded, very mild bitterness, malt driven
bready, inspired by the traditional bavarian helles, simple grain bill with a multi-step, single decoction process
learned in Austria.

Ten (Czech Pils - ABV 4.5 - $8 - 2202z) Flavors of toasted bread, specifically crust, medium body, bitterness in
perfect alignment with the sweetness, medium body. Brewed with as the Czech would say two mashes, ours
is double decocted with a healthy dose of Czech hops.

Midnight (Modern Dark Lager - ABV 5.4 - $8 - 220z) Flavors of toasted bread, caramel, and dark chocolate
dominate, medium body. Inspired by the dark lagers of Czechia, often only available around Christmas Time,
with a touch of Tampa flair, this example features a complex malt bill and a double decoction.

Mars (Marzen - ABV - 5.0) Classic Marzen, initial sweetness with off-dry finish, flavors of fresh toasted bread
crust and biscuit, malt complexity stems from the double decoction.

Inter Pils (Italian Pilsner - ABV 5.0 - $7.5 - 160z) Full body, herbal aroma, notes of Earl Grey tea infused with
extra bergamot. Named after our favorite Italian Football team. Dry Hopped with Petit Blanc, from Locher
Hopfen. Nerazzurril

Delicate - (Kolsch - ABV 4.6 - $4.0 - 100z) - Balance between peach and pear esters, mild but present
bitterness, medium body. Inspired by our favorite breweries in Koln, the yeast produces a characteristic ester
profile often not found in American-produced examples; we hope you enjoy our progressive, modern, heavily
European-influenced example. Is it cool that | said all that, cause it’s delicate?

Luftschloss (HefeweiRen - ABV 4.2 - $8 - 200z) Flavors of bubblegum, apricot on the forefront, citrus finish,
touch of banana, mild clove, silky body. Cloudy with persistent white foam.

Dwell Nelson (NEIPA - ABV 6.0 - $8.0 - 160z) - Nelson Sauvin - Double Dry Hopped with an absurd amount of
Nelson Sauvin. Full Body, Hazy, Pale, tropical fruit, white grape, kumquat, touch of cannabis aroma, mild
bitterness. It features mid-pick Nelson from the Mt. Ella region of New Zealand.

Dwell El Dorado (NEIPA - ABV 6.0 - $8.0 - 160z) - El Dorado Citra - Double Dry Hopped with a focus on Citra
and El Dorado. Full Body, Hazy, Pale, Sweet Citrus and Peach flavors dominate, present bitterness.

Dwell Frost (American IPA - ABV 6.5 - $8.0 - 160z) - Flavors of Citrus, Resin, raw hop dominate, mild tropical
fruit, Candied orange and lime peel, pleasant and present bitterness, clean finish. Featuring Cascade,
Centennial, and Motueka hops and organic malt from Blue Ox.

Dweller (NE DIPA - ABV 7.8 - 8.0 -120z) - Flavor overload, Citrus forward specifically candied tangelos,
tropical fruit, specifically lychee. Medium body, moderate sweetness, moderate bitterness. On this one we
decided to showcase mid to late pick Riwaka hops from farms along the Sunrise Valley in New Zealand.

Paradise (Off Dry Cider - ABV 5.5 - $7.5 - 120z) Single Varietal Pink Lady - Pink Lady shines with a balanced
dryness and tannins, apple and mild fruitiness. Drinks like Champagne.

Peach Buzz: (Fruited Cider - ABV 6.8 - $8.0 - 120z) - Cider fruited with peach and passion fruit. Peach
forward, sweetness balanced by the acidity of the passion fruit.
